Kevin Tiddõs two 

Ancient and Medieval History classes traveled to 

the Metropolitan Museum of Art in New York 

City where they visited the Greek and Roman 

galleries.

Each tile represented an AU or astronomi-

cal unit, the distance from the earth to the sun. 

The boys were graded on their placement show-

ing the correct distances, and on planet identifi-

cation. Following the exercise they made obser-

vations on what they had learned.
