Congratulations to the Forensic Society (above) for 

an outstanding performance at the Harvard National 

schools from across the United States competed at 

Harvard in Cambridge, MA at the largest college invi-

tational on the East Coast. Brian Grumka õ11 and 

Tommy Pigott õ11 placed 2nd out of 116 teams in 

JV Public Forum Debate, going 9-2, and were also 

10th place Speakers out of 232 individual debaters in 

their event. Bud Peters õ11 and Chetan Sukh õ11 

were 5th in JV Public Forum Debate. They were 3rd 

place Speakers in their event. John Colavita õ10 was 

in the top 32 out of 297 JV Lincoln-Douglas debaters, 

making it into two elimination rounds. Kevin Hogan 

õ09 and John Swadba õ09 were in the top 64 out of 

186 teams in Varsity Public Forum Debate, making it 

into the first elimination round. Peters and Sukh were 

undefeated after prelims (6-0) and were the top seed 

out of 32 teams going into elimination rounds. How-

ever, they were unable to place higher than 5th be-

cause they were scheduled to debate the Grumka/

Pigott team (9th seed out of prelims) in the quarterfi-

nal round (round of 8), and only one team could ad-

vance. Forensic Society head coach Brother Kevin 

Tidd, OSB  tossed a coin to decide who advanced.
